Mathematical Understanding 
Individual Maths I.E.P targets. 
First half term - Shape, including 2D and 3D shapes, and capacity 
Second half term – weight and measurement, including height and length 
As part of the maths vocabulary please note that we will be using the vocabulary of ‘numeral’ rather than number e.g. can you give me the numeral 3 rather than the number 3. This is in line with the school mathematics policy. Please do nit hesitate to contact us if you need further clarification of this.

Scientific and Technological understanding 
Different kinds of weather including scientific experiments about these. Learning about different kinds of food and how these are grown and knowing that food changes if you cook it.

Understanding the Arts 
Creating a range of artwork and DT based on our topics.  In-depth studies of Constable and David Hockney. Using different materials to create different effects including printing. Cooking apple pies.
 
Understanding Physical Development, Health and Well-being 
Basic skills and movement with a focus on following instructions and participation. Apparatus and dance.
