TheraPlay – This is a series of playful and caring child-adult interactions that foster joyful shared experiences. 
 
Mathematical Understanding  
Individual Maths I.E.P targets.  
First half term - Time  
Second half term – Data Handling   
 
Scientific and Technological understanding  
In the first half term we will be learning about nocturnal animals. In the second half term we will be identifying, naming and labelling different types of animals. We will be thinking about where they live.   
 
Understanding the Arts  
In the first half term we are going to exploring colours and thinking how we can make them lighter and darker. During the second half term we will be using the collaging technique to create pictures of different animals.   
 
Understanding Physical Development, Health and Well-being  
In the first half term we will be learning about team skills and games. In the second half term we will be learning how to use different apparatus safely.  In PSHE we will be exploring how we get older and things we may want to do when we are older.

In the first half term we will be exploring the Chinese New Year, and in the second half term we will be focusing on what does Easter mean. 
  
All daily communication, as well as photos and important information will continue to be done via Tapestry, we will continue using this to let you know if your child requires any additional drinks/snacks/supplies etc.
