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A big welcome to our new children and parents, and welcome back to those of you who have been with us for some time. Some useful information for you:
Staffing
Mrs Stubbs will continue to lead our Pre School, planning the activities for the week and leading the teaching provision, as well as organising the day to day running of things.  Mrs Stubbs will be in Pre School on a Monday, Tuesday and Thursday morning, and all day on a Wednesday. Mrs Collings is our ‘next in charge’ and leads provision in the afternoons and on a Friday. Miss Baillie, Mrs Levens and Miss Storer will continue to support. 
Curriculum
We run as a Pre School, with a high focus upon every child achieving their full potential, and as such our days are very busy and full of learning as well as fun. We have a Phonics session every day, as well as daily ‘Chat Basket’ activities, and of course we share at least two stories each day, retelling these and working on developing vocabulary. As such, we would be grateful of your support in ensuring that your child is ready for each day; please make sure that your child is on time, with all the things that they need, and able to access all activities. 
Forest School
Forest School will continue to be on a Wednesday afternoon every other week. Our first session will be Wednesday the 14th January. Please send the children in dressed warmly and with a pair of wellies. 
PE
Unfortunately, our slot in the hall has now been swapped to a Monday afternoon, and as such we will no longer have a PE session on a Tuesday morning. Instead we ask that the children attend Pre School in their PE clothes on a Monday ready for a session in the afternoon. 
Topics
Our topic for this half term is Traditional Tales, and we will reading lots of traditional stories such as The Gingerbread Man, The Three Little Pigs, and The Three Billy Goats Gruff. We will also be celebrating Lunar New Year and Shrove Tuesday. Next half term, our topic is Farms, and we will be learning the names of baby farm animals, finding out some of the products and foods that we get from our local farms, and the role of our farmers in our community. 
Clothing
With cold weather forecast, it is important that all children have hats and gloves with them as well as coats. All children also need a change of clothes and a water bottle (water or very weak sugar free squash only – no juice or sugary drinks please). Please make sure all belongings are named, particularly school jumpers. 
School Dinners
If you would like your child to have a school meal, you must order this with staff directly in the morning (unless your child has a school dinner every day, in which case we will just automatically order a lunch). Please put lunchboxes into the large blue tub by the door out into the corridor ready to be taken down to the hall.
